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Networking Requirements for Remote Viewing

The NorthStar DVR system allows business owners and homeowners to connect to the DVR through the Internet and remotely view cameras or recorded data.  A standard web browser (i.e. internet explorer) or an installed remote client program can be used to connect to the DVR and view camera video feeds.

NorthStar DVR systems should be configured with a static IP address.  This allows router ports to be forwarded or connected to the DVR, and will provide a path from the internet to the DVR.

Technical Details:

DVR Port Requirements/ Ports in router that need to be forwarded to DVR static IP address.

· Port 80
Port 80 is the default web server port and will allow              connection of a web browser (i.e. internet explorer).

· Ports 9091 – 9113

These ports are used to by the DVR to allow remote client software connections, and to stream video (multiple cameras) to remote connections.

· Port 3389
Port 3389 is used by windows XP remote desktop connection.  This will allow advanced technical support from offsite locations.
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
